
Safeguarding Children and Vulnerable Adults 

    at the Hibernia Centre Bristol  – Policy Statement
The Hibernia Centre exists to promote the teaching and enjoyment of Irish and related traditional music, dance and culture.  In doing so, we welcome participation by people of all ages and backgrounds. The vast majority of participants are adults, so we do not arrange to provide child-care. However, we are committed to creating and maintaining a safe environment for children, young people and vulnerable adults during Hibernia Centre activities. 

Therefore we insist and will ensure that during Hibernia Centre events any child or vulnerable adult is accompanied by their parent, legal guardian or legitimate carer/child-minder (ie. a legally registered carer who has written permission of the parent or guardian to be the carer.) This means that the guardian must be in the same room as the child during and between lessons, and be responsible for their well-being. 


Also we will never let a child leave a Hibernia Centre event unless accompanied  by their parent, legal guardian or legitimate carer/child-minder. 
We will review the effectiveness of this Safeguarding Policy on an annual basis.  


If the attendance of children or vulnerable adults at Hibernia becomes more than  

 
occasional, we will amend this policy thus:  we would appoint a Safeguarding 

Children and Vulnerable Adults Officer to take responsibility for such 


safeguarding, and he/she would ensure that all volunteer tutors are carefully 

selected and vetted in accordance with government guidance and regulations.
